This is to be fair to other 
competitors by avoiding unnecessary empty lanes. The withdrawal procedure will 
be published on the website at the close of entries. Acknowledgement of entries 
received and accepted is via a list published on the website and all communication 
will be via the website and email. If it is necessary to reject any entries due to the 
meet being oversubscribed, the swimmers will be notified by email as soon as 
possible after the closing date.

ADMISSION £6 per day, concessions for senior citizens and children. 
  
EVENTS All events will be integrated age groups and heat-declared winners, consisting of: 
  50m and 100m all 4 strokes. 200m Free, Back, Breast and IM. 400m Free.  

Medley Skins. There are no finals or swim off’s. 
 
Poolside entries are not accepted. 
 
Entries are welcome from disability swimmers who can meet the qualifying times, 
however there are no separate times or awards for swimmers in this category. 
 
All session times to be confirmed when entries have closed. 

 
AGES  As at 2nd October 2011.  Age groups 10,11,12,13,14,15,16yrs&over.  
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AWARDS Returnable trophies are presented to the Top Boys Team, Top Girls Team 
and overall Top Team. Each trophy may be kept for one year, after which it must 
be returned. The team trophies points will be calculated from the first ten positions 
for each event; 10 points for 1st place to 1 point for 10th. 

 
Awards will be made to the three fastest swimmers in each event. These are not 
presented and may be collected after results for that event have been announced. 

 
The Robin Hood Trophy will be presented to the male swimmer acquiring the most 
points. The Maid Marion Trophy is the female equivalent. These trophies may be 
kept indefinitely. 
 
Medley Skins, cash awards are made to the first, second and third place 
swimmers  

 
WARM-UP Supervised warm-up sessions will take place before each competition session. 

Continuous warm-up and swim-down will be available in the diving pit. 
 
POOLSIDE Passes must be applied for in advance using the forms provided. For insurance 

and child-protection purposes all applicants for passes must be club members and 
have been cleared for poolside activities. 

 
RESULTS Results will be posted to the internet during the meet and will be available to 

download and print at the end of each session. A limited number of copies by 
event will be available for purchase at the entry desk.
